(Closing)Both are grown on a large scale, but farmers are aware of which fruit grows best where, in order to, guarantee the large volume amount of both fruit.
2. (compare) Although both fruits can be juiced, (contrast) apples are pressed and only the juice is bottled while both pulp and juice is squeezed from oranges. (Example) For example,… .  (Closing) Basically,…
